This presentation is based on a chapter of “U.S. One: Maine to Florida” from the Federal Writers’ Project. This book was published in 1938 by the U.S. #1 Highway Association, and due to its age, is in the public domain. Excerpts from this book or other public domain books are useful to illustrate advanced concepts in Microsoft PowerPoint without having to write an entire presentation’s worth of sample text from scratch.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Until the construction of Interstate 95, US 1 was the main route along the Atlantic coast of the United States from Maine to Florida. While it now has largely been superseded for through traffic, US 1 remains an important road in many areas and is still the main route through the Florida Keys.  It is also one of the longer routes in the system of United States Numbered Highways, comprising 2,369 miles of the total 157,724 miles in the system.

While many of the attractions listed in "U.S. One" no longer exist, the book remains an interesting read to understand what travel was like during the Great Depression era.
